In this chapter you will learn how to prepare the De-
vice to work and about its main control features.

CHARGING BATTERY
You can charge the battery from (1) PC using USB-

cable or from (2) the power line using a charger
(optional).
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To charge the battery for the first time, do the
following:

» Connect the Device to a computer or charger
with USB-cable. The device will turn on as soon as
charging starts.

« When the battery is fully charged, you can
disconnect the cable from the Device which is ready
for usage.

Press On/Off button.

NOTE: To turn the frontlight on or off without opening the

Notification bar, hold the Menu button for one second.
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2. SMARTIlight frontlight temperature control.
By default, this function is in automatic mode (the
switch is in the ON position). This means that the de-
vice determines the optimal temperature depend-
ing on the time of day (from neutral white in the
morning to warmer hues in the evening).

When the automatic mode is off (the switch is in
the OFF position), the slider on the screen is acti-
vated and you can manually select the frontlight
temperature.

NOTE: The device should have the correct time to ensure
that it works correctly in automatic mode. To adjust the time
setting, enable “Automatic time synchronization” (Settings

- Date/time) or set the time manually.

You can adjust the Frontlight brightness and SMAR-
Tlight frontlight temperature of your display by

CONNECTING TO THE INTERNET

The Device can be connected to the Internet using
Wi-Fi networks. When you open an application that
requires an Internet connection (eg, Browser or
BookStore) Wi-Fi connection is established automati-
cally. If a known network is not available, the list of
available wireless connections opens. If the network
to which you want to connect is secured, enter the
network password using the onscreen keyboard.

Also, Wi-Fi connection can be enabled/disabled by
clicking the icon = on the notification panel.

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established automatically, otherwise - opens a list of
available networks.

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cover one or several screens, depending on reading
settings.

If the function is disabled, the numbering will dis-
play the number of screens. It may take a while to
calculate the number of screens when you first open
the book, or after the reading settings have been
changed.
