In this chapter you will learn how to prepare the De-
vice to work and about its main control features.

CHARGING BATTERY
You can charge the battery from (1) PC using USB-

cable or from (2) the power line using a charger
(optional).
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To charge the battery for the first time, do the
following:

Press On/Off button.

By default, this function is in automatic mode (the
switch is in the ON position). This means that the de-
vice determines the optimal temperature depend-
ing on the time of day (from neutral white in the
morning to warmer hues in the evening).

The DARKmode changes the background and
design of the e-book into a dark colour. This can
help to prevent eye strain when reading in the dark.
