CHARGING BATTERY

You can charge the battery from (1) PC using USB-cable or

from (2) the power line using a charger (optional).
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To charge the battery for the first time, do the following:

* Connect the Device to a computer or charger with
USB-cable. The device will turn on as soon as charging
starts.

* When the battery is fully charged, you can discon-
